Updates from the Pastor

First Year of Small Groups a Success

This past year, parishioners have heard a lot about the Archdiocesan Synod,
which was an outcome of Archbishop Hebda’s 2022 pastoral letter, "You Will
Be My Witnesses: Gathered and Sent from the Upper Room." The focus for the
first year for parishes was on establishing small groups to strengthen parishes
through new and meaningful connections. At Assumption, we were pleased to
have over eighty participants in groups ranging from 6 to 12 people. A survey
of participants indicated that the experience was very positive. Over 92% of
respondents expressed interest in future small group opportunities. They found
the topics and conversations engaging and enjoyed meeting others from the
parish in a positive setting.

Starting this fall, we will be providing more small group opportunities. The
focus for year two in the archdiocese, and here, will be on the Mass, which is
perfect since our Mass attendance and lovely liturgies are some of our greatest
strengths. Look for more information in the upcoming months on how we can
make the experience of Mass even more fruitful.

Announcing a new position - Director of Parish Life

Over the last few years, we have conducted a capital campaign, restored our
historic school building and have started using it for faith formation, adult
classes and small groups. With growing interest in further opportunities for
parish involvement, I am happy to announce a new position, “Director of Parish
Life”. It is a position I have been planning for, to help build stronger
connections and engagement opportunities for parishioners.

In mid-August, Assumption welcomes Kelly Jensen to our wonderful parish
staff as Assumptions, first Director of Parish Life. I will have a greater
introduction of Kelly as her start date approaches, but we are excited she will be
joining the team. Kelly has 25 years of parish and school experience currently
as a beloved teacher at Nativity of Our Lord, in St. Paul. In her new role, Kelly
will provide great leadership in the areas of improved communication, adult
formation opportunities (small groups) and new ways for parishioners and
others to feel more involved and have some fun along the way.
