Colin Miller’s Candidacy for the Catholic Priesthood —
A Mass with the Archbishop
On August 15, the Feast of the Assumption, Archbishop
Hebda will preside at the 5:15pm Mass at Assumption,
which will include a “Rite of Candidacy” for Colin Miller,

Colin has served at Assumption for the last five and a half
years as our Director of Pastoral Care and Outreach, and

: more recently also as the Director of the Center for
Catholic Social Thought. He is a happily married man,
and a devoted father of five young children. He is also a
former priest in the Episcopal Church, an Anglican denomination. He is
therefore eligible for a special provision put in place by Pope St. John Paul Il in
1980, which allows former Anglican clergy who have been received into full
communion with the Catholic Church to be ordained as a Catholic priest, while
also remaining married. This “Pastoral Provision,” as it is called, recognizes the
rich shared Catholic heritage in the Anglican tradition, honors the candidate’s
perception of a genuine call to priestly ministry, and provides an avenue to
realize the fullness of that vocation.

Archbishop Hebda and I have been privileged to encourage Colin toward the
application process. This past February Colin entered the two year “formation”
element of the program, done in collaboration with the Saint Paul and Seton
Hall University Seminaries. Colin already has a tremendous theological
education, and this program of intellectual and spiritual education is especially
designed to fill in any specifically Catholic gaps that remain. After successful
completion of the formation period, Colin will be eligible to be considered for
ordination. The Rite of Candidacy is done as a way of acknowledging and
making public his commitment to this formation and ongoing discernment.

Colin says, “I love the Assumption community and could not be happier or
more fulfilled in the work I do here. I’ve always been, and continue to be, as
happy as a clam.”
